It is this 
affirmation and freedom that may 
lead couples to join a Unitarian 
Universalist congregation once 
they have found such a 
supportive, creative, and inclusive 
religious community. 
 
 

 
We are a Welcoming Congregation. 
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Couples planning a wedding 
often seek out a Unitarian 
Universalist church.  Some of 
their reasons: 
 
� looking for a theologically 
inclusive spiritual community 
in which to raise their children 
 
�  desire a religious ceremony 
buy prefer one that reflects 
their personal beliefs 
 
�  come from differing 
religious backgrounds and 
want a celebration of the 
union of their respective 
traditions 
 
�  do not have their own 
religious community, and do 
not wish to join one at this 
time 
 
�  have special circumstances 
that prevent them from having 
the ceremony in the church or 
synagogue of their family

before the wedding day.

Wedding Plans  
Finalizing the Ceremony
